TASTING NOTES

Poggio alle Gazze dell'Ornellaia 2021 shows off its usual shade of bright straw yellow; the nose is complex
and enticing with an array of citrus, exotic fruit and white floral notes accompanied by freshly cut grass and
asparagus. On the palate, the wine is generous and refreshing, culminating in an enduring savoury, mineral
finish as a true representation of the region

PRODUCTION NOTES

Fermentation temperatures did not exceed 22°C, and the wine did not go through malolactic fermentation. The
wine matured on the fine lees for 6 months, with regular batonnage throughout the period, followed by the
assemblage of the final blend. After a light fining, it rested an additional 12 months in the bottle before release.
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
